Agriculture & Allied Trade between India and Russia 

1. Exports: In the year 2021-22, India’s total export of agricultural and allied 
commodities to Russia was of the order of US $ 582.42 million, approximately 11 
% higher than the previous year. (Table -1) 
 

a) Major Exports:Marine Products, Tea, Guergam Meal, Coffee,Rice(Other 
Than Basmoti)Etc. 

 
b) Minor Exports: Rice –Basmoti, Fresh Vegetables, Vegetable Oils, Cereal 

Preparations, Groundnutetc. 
 

2. Potential Items of Export:  
 

a. New Items:,Fresh or chilled potatoes (excluding seed), Fresh or chilled 
vegetables n.e.s., "Fresh tamarinds, cashew apples, jackfruit, lychees, 
sapodillo plums, passion fruit, carambola, Cotton, neither carded nor 
combed, Maize seed for sowing,Fresh or dried bananas (excluding 
plantains)etc. (Table -3) 
 

b. Existing Items: Black fermented tea and partly fermented tea, whether or 
not flavoured, in immediate packings, Fresh grapes, Coffee (excluding 
roasted and decaffeinated), Fresh or dried guavas, mangoes and 
mangosteens, Oilcake and other solid residues, whether or not ground or 
in the form of pellets etc. (Table – 4) 

 

3. Imports: In the year 2021-22, India’s total import of agricultural and allied 
commodities from Russia was of the order of US $ 502.80 million, approximately 
52% higher than the previous year. (This higher difference is because of more 
import in vegetable oils) (Table -2) 
 

a) Major Imports:Vegetable oils, Spices etc. 
 

b) Minor Imports:Cereal Preparations, Groundnut, Coffee,Pulses etc.

werenegligible during 2021. 

o The global import of Russia in these tariff lines and global exports of these    

commodities by India is over US $ 20 million. 

o Russia may explore the possibility of sourcing these agricultural items 

from India. Sanitary Phyto-sanitary (SPS) and other requirements in 

respect of these products may be sought from RUSSIA.
